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Many traditions and customs of the Czech Republic are
associated with folk holidays, which are based on pagan
heritage or regional conditionality. They are
accompanied by dancing, music, noisy mass
celebrations, and ancient rituals. In rural areas, holidays
are celebrated in village Inns. Festivals are held in cities,
accompanied by fairs and theatrical productions.
